 J.C. Stroble, best known for taking orders at The Beacon in Spartanburg, and his daughter, Kiki Stroble-Ross met with all District 4 administrators to discuss the “Fight 4 Sight.”  JC, as he is affectionately known, has had glaucoma since he was 35 years old.  However, his disease which has progressed to blindness has not prevented him from working.  He is the first person one sees as he progresses through the line inside The Beacon.  His “call it” request and command to “pass in line” make the visit to The Beacon as memorable as the food.
The JC Stroble Glaucoma Awareness Foundation is sponsoring a walk-a-thon on Saturday, October 16, 2010, from 8 AM to 2 PM at USC Upstate.  All principals in Districts 1-7 are partnering with JC in an effort to raise money to battle this disease and to educate people regarding the importance of regular eye exams.
